⚠ Definition of Ragging

Ragging means any act, whether spoken/written or by conduct, that has the effect of teasing, treating, or handling a student with rudeness; rowdy or undisciplined
activities causing annoyance, hardship, or psychological harm; or asking a student to do an act causing shame, embarrassment, or danger — with or without an element
of fun. Ragging is a cognizable offence under Indian law.

✔ Key Provisions

Rule Provision

1 Ragging is completely banned in the institution and on campus.

2 Any student found indulging in ragging shall be punished appropriately — exemplary & justifiably harsh as a deterrent.

3 Every student, at admission, must submit a self-declaration that he/she has not indulged in or abetted ragging and will not do so in future.

4 Parents/Guardians must also submit a declaration affirming awareness of anti-ragging provisions.

5 If culprits are not identified, collective punishment may be imposed on the group.

6 Character/Migration Certificates shall contain a note on the student's general conduct and ragging record.

7 If discovered later that a student was involved in ragging, admission shall be cancelled and student expelled.
